03.11.01Apologies for Absence
Resolved
That apologies for absence from Cllr Charlesworth had not been received.

03.11.02Election of Councillor
Clir Wallis proposed the co-option of Mr Graham Russell to the Parish Council. ClIr Carrs seconded.
Resolved
That Mr Graham Russell be elected to the Parish Council of Church Minshull.

03.11.03Declarations of Pecuniary Interest
No declarations of Pecuniary Interest were made.

03.11.04Minutes of the Meeting of 15" September 2015
Resolved
That the minutes of the meeting of 15™ September be confirmed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

03.11.05Matters Arising from the Minutes
Clir Stockdale asked if any answers had been received regarding the Housing Survey enquiries with neighbouring
parishes. The Clerk explained to members of the public present that a Housing Survey may be conducted in
collaboration with neighbouring parishes to share knowledge; best practice and resources. To date; no response had
been received.
ClIr Carss suggested he would try to attend meetings with neighbouring parishes who had the same agenda.
Clir Wallis enquired about Mrs Philp who had written to the PC regarding the provision of a footpath from the south of the
village into the village centre. ClIr Carss had visited Mrs Philp and advised her it was unlikely. CE had given the road a B
regulation; the width of the road would not allow for the space of a footpath. Clir Carss suggested he could investigate an
alternative route using footpaths behind hedges.

03.11.06Election of Vice Chair
ClIr Stockdale nominated ClIr Carrs to be Vice Chairman; Clir Carrs accepted and Clir Challoner seconded the motion.
Resolved
That CliIr Carss be elected to Vice Chairman of Church Minshull Parish Council

03.11.07 Weaver View Speculation
CliIr Wallis introduced the discussion about possible planning opposite Weaver View and gave background information for
the benefit of members of the public. He went on to say that the Parish Council would represent the community should an
application be submitted.
A parishioner had received information that Muller were to survey the land opposite Weaver View for possible
development. The land was approximately 3 acres and had been the subject of 5 separate planning applications; 4 during
the 1980’s and on in the 1990’s. The land was owned by the Birchell Family. The Parish Council had supported some of
the applications and the Borough Council had also supported some. The application in the 1990’s had not been
supported by the Parish or the Borough Council. Cllr Wallis added, the area had been included in a study of Cheshire and
had been noted as an area of “Special Interest” as part of the Weaver Valley. It is believed to still be regarded as of
special interest value. The document detailing the special interest areas was written in 2013. ClIr Russell believed the
document to be a draft and therefore may not be accepted as valid today. In the past the PC had received a letter from
the Landowners asking for PC support. The PC had responded and declined to give support until a housing survey had
been conducted.

A village resident; Councillor Bebbington of CE then spoke to all present. He suggested the Local Plan needed to be
studied as CE did not have one in place. He spoke of other planning in neighbouring areas and suggested Church
Minshull was in danger of “environmental creep”. The land in question was reported to be a flood plain.
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Councillor Michael Jones arrived at 7.55pm

A member of the public asked for an explanation of the term “special interest”?
Clir Jones advised that if it were scientific special interest then CE would object.
Clir Wallis explained the document referred to “special interest” as special county value.

Another member of the public asked if a Housing Survey or Neighbourhood Plan was informal and what protection might
it give Church Minshull? Clir Jones answered stating the HS or NP were not informal; if they passed, they were statute.
Clir Wallis agreed and recalled information given by CCA. An Inspector would take a NP into consideration; it would be
considered as evidence even if it was a draft plan. Clir Jones then explained the process could take a minimum of a year
and up to 5 years to complete. The Plan would have to be about amenities; local area development and infrastructure
with a pro-build attitude.

Clir Carss asked CliIr Jones if having a plan could stop development. Cllr Jones answered that as long as it was not an
anti-growth plan it would be considered. The other aspect to be included was allocation. CM is part of a rural allocation
so some local building has to be done

Clir Wallis then asked the members of the public present to give a show of hands who were against a planning application
opposite Weaver View. 12 members of the public lived on Weaver View, of which 9 were opposed to development of the
land. ClIr Wallis then asked how many parishioners present would support some building development; the majority
agreed to some development in the village.

Clir Jones was asked what his view was of brown field sites; he responded that it would be supported 100% and would be
a first preference.

Clir Wallis concluded that a Housing Survey or Neighbourhood Plan would be required in support of the villager’s views on
development. ClIr Jones was asked what resources from CE would be given to draft a Plan; he confirmed CE would give
help with funding, advice and resources, as would CCA. ClIr Wallis then asked if any parishioners present would be
interested to join a steering group for a Neighbourhood Plan. The following residents volunteered:-

The Councillors thanked the volunteers for taking on the role.
